Thanks to HKBU students, I finally made it!"--proclaimed 
a food stall owner participant of the project. Another group of global marketing students worked 
in different Asian languages to promote Hong Kong culture to places like Thailand and Korea via 
a HK-styled unique keychain. They showed the world that HKBU--as well as Hong Kong--is a 
caring and loving place with lots of hidden gems to be (re)discovered.

We'd love to thank everyone--students, instructors, community partners, members of Committee 
on Innovative Service-Learning, the senior management, and donors--to make everything 
happen and reward us with an exceptionally productive year. In less than a month’s time, we 
shall roll out another 23 courses with service-learning components and launch TriAngle which 
is our new co-working space located on 3/F Li Promenade. Our humble wish persists in 2020:
